Parakram Divas - Birth Anniversary of Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose 

Event Date: 23/01/2026 

Venue: Falconry Seminar Hall, Subhash Chandra Bose Block, NHCE

Brief Description: 

Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose’s birth anniversary, officially observed as Parakram 

Divas, is a national occasion commemorating the birth of the eminent Indian 

freedom fighter. It is celebrated annually on 23 January. 

NHCE commemorated Parakram Divas with profound respect and a deep sense of 

patriotic fervour, paying tribute to the indomitable spirit of Netaji Subhas Chandra 

Bose. The programme commenced with the National Song, setting a dignified and 

patriotic tone for the event. This was followed by a soulful invocation song 

rendered by Pravallika (3rd sem CSE-3), creating a serene and devotional 

ambience and invoking a sense of collective reverence.
