Air Marshal TD Joseph AVSM, VM, VSM (Retd) was commissioned as a fighter pilot in the Indian 

Air Force in December 1982 and graduated first in his batch, earning the "Nawanagar Sword of 

Honour" and the "President’s Plaque." Over his nearly 39-year career, he flew various fighter aircraft, 

commanded the 18 Squadron "The Flying Bullets," and held key positions, including Commander of 

Hindon air base and Senior Air Staff Officer at Headquarters Training Command. An alumnus of prestigious institutions like the National Defence Academy and King’s College London, he has also 

authored works on Air Power and National Security. He retired on 31st July 2021, having been 

honoured with the Vayu Sena Medal, Vishisht Seva Medal, and Ati Vishisht Seva Medal for his 

distinguished service. Now, he continues to engage in speaking engagements and academic 

contributions while enjoying golf.
